And I know that He is 
working through you and your faithful support. 

My friends, I am so deeply touched, and grateful more than words 
can say. I hope this report of our impact together in 2023 shows you 
how much you mean to Israel and the Jewish people. May God bless you 
and continue to work through you.

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‘You Have Given Us Hope’
“The situation in Sderot at the beginning of the war 
frightened me very much. Terrorists went around 
the city and there were gunshots and explosions 
all the time. I have never experienced anything 
like this.”

That’s 76-year-old Margarita, who made aliyah 
(immigrated to Israel) 12 years ago from Ukraine, 
and lived in Sderot until October 7, when terrorists 
invaded. She had the opportunity to evacuate 
during the war – and in this moment of despair, 
she took it. 

She says, “Life is fine, but I miss my routine in 
Sderot. I miss the activities at the city’s elderly 
club.” She used to visit one of the Fellowship-
supported elderly clubs made possible because 
of Fellowship friends, but she doesn’t know when  
it will be safe to return home.

71-year-old Yaakov, another attendee of the 
event, was in a similar situation. Having lived 
through the Second Lebanon War in 2006, he 
decided to evacuate during this current war in 

Israel because he cannot run to a protected room 
in time in his advanced age, making him another 
one of the thousands of displaced Israelis.

Both Margarita and Yaakov have found such 
comfort from caring friends who reach out during 
times of crisis and war. “For the first time in two 
months, I feel a sense of normalcy. It’s like the 
events I used to attend at the elderly club in 
Sderot,” says Margarita. “You managed to give us 
a holiday atmosphere and you have given us hope 
that everything will be all right.”

Yaakov agrees: “I hope we will be able to return 
home soon, but as long as the fighting continues 
the situation in the city is dangerous. Thank you 
very much to The Fellowship for thinking of us and 
allowing us to celebrate Hanukkah together.”

Together, Margarita, Yaakov, and other elderly 
and Fellowship staff shared breakfast, songs, and 
lit the Hanukkah candles—reconnecting them to 
their faith, discovering friendship in The Fellowship, 
and finding some light in this dark time.

Anti-Semitism can be obvious. But it can 
also be subtle, explains one of the new 
olim (immigrants), 35-year-old Yona, 
who came to Israel from France with her 
husband and four children thanks to your 
help last year.

Yona advised her sons to avoid wearing 
the kipot (traditional head coverings worn 
by Jewish men) in France for fear of how 
people would react. “You start to get a 
terrible feeling walking by people in the 
street,” says Yona.

“Since October 7, we feel that the 
danger is even greater,” she continues. 
People would look at her with her children 
and say things like, “they’re still here,” 
or “here they are.”

So even though it is wartime in Israel, 
Yona feels much safer here: “The kids 
walk around with kipot and there is a 
feeling of unity here that makes us feel 
secure. In France, there was no war, but 
all the years we lived in France we had to 
hide our Jewishness, and that is a war.”

Thanks to you, the family was provided 
with furniture, including beds, for their 
children. “Thanks to The Fellowship we 
are having an easier adjustment into 
Israeli life,” adds Yona. “Thank you!”

Days after the October 7 terror attacks, The 
Fellowship visited 86-year-old Aleksandra with 
food and companionship in her home in Ofakim, 
one of the hardest-hit communities in the south, 
to reassure this elderly woman she is not alone. 

It’s thanks to the millions of Fellowship friends 
who love Israel that we were on the ground right 
after the Hamas attacks to help the elderly and 
bedbound like Aleksandra.

Aleksandra cannot run to the nearest bomb 
shelter when terror strikes. She is so old and frail 
that she has decided to stay in her home amid 
war. Many elderly like her tell us they’d rather risk 
death than become one of the displaced evacuees 
in Israel. 

“What do I have to fear, and even if I am 
afraid, how will this help me?” she asks. “I just 
cry in my heart for all the innocent people 
who were murdered with such brutality by the 
Hamas terrorists.”

And as we all grieve over this tragedy, we also 
know that we can draw strength and light from 
helping one another, just as we help Aleksandra 
by ensuring that she receives the Fellowship food 
boxes she relies on, even during war. 

Aleksandra says it best: “The Fellowship has 
been helping me for many years and is always 
there for me. Your assistance is very moving and 
it gives me a lot of strength.”

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A Sacred Task of Identification 

When I was called to the army in the middle of the 
holiday, I left my wife and our four children at home. 
I realized that I may be the one who leaves the 
house, but I went to a system of tasks and roles. 
My wife and children are the ones who remain in 
their usual place, but now they are in a reality of 
continuous uncertainty.

And for me, she is the main heroine. I feel that the 
support I receive from the family and the knowledge 
that despite all the difficulty, both me and my wife 
receive support and love from every direction, is 
very strengthening and gives a lot of hope.

The Fellowship’s activity that has moved me the 
most is the humanitarian aid station that was placed 

in the center for the identification of victims. Israel 
dealt with an unimaginable number of casualties 
in relation to its size. The sacred task of identifying 
the bodies and bringing them to burial has been 
unbearably difficult. Precisely in this place, where 
families arrived in uncertainty to hear the worst 
news of all, being there for them, hugging them, 
and supporting them was the least we could do.

We have managed to touch so many people 
and support them during this difficult time. The 
work of The Fellowship in the field during war has 
been amazing.

‘Israel Is So Dear to Me’ 
That’s 85-year-old Holocaust survivor Ziva, who survived the 
Nahal Oz massacre when the kibbutz was attacked for 12 hours 
by Hamas terrorists on October 7. That dark day, they lost entire 
families. One family was taken hostage to the Gaza Strip.

Ziva, who has been a member of the kibbutz for over 50 years, 
remembers hearing the sirens that morning and she says “it was 
a shock” as she and her caregiver rushed to the safe room.

In the hours that followed, she made calls to her friends, her 
family, and security officers, but often the connection was cut off 
or they didn’t answer. 

So she waited in the safe room, not knowing if anyone 
was still alive. After many painful hours, the Israel Defense 
Forces (IDF) rescued the kibbutz, and Ziva was evacuated to 
a safer area of Israel, along with her daughter and son who 
also survived the attack. 

But she’s left with the haunting stories of those lost: “[We are 
in] terrible pain. Every person is so dear to us, including the 
kibbutzim near us. The stories are terrible.”

In the meantime, she is just so grateful that there are people 
around the world, Fellowship friends who want to help, who 
provided her with a purchase card to help supply her with basic 
needs during this difficult time. And she adds, “the state of Israel 
is so dear to me.”

“What I most want to say, so that 
 the whole world will know, is that  
our small nation is going through
